The Cultural Association “Srem” was established in
1948 and is one of the most successful ensembles in
Serbia. Beyond folklore, throughout its history, “Srem”
has successfully brought people together through
various sections: amateur theater, choir, singing
groups, visual arts, and literary sections.

“Srem” performs original and stylized national dances

of all the peoples of the Balkans. The choreographies
are created by distinguished choreographers from
Serbia and other countries. The repertoire includes 26
different dances, all performed in authentic traditional
costumes, maintaininga high artistic level in every
performance.

Throughout its history, “Srem” has had more than

10,000 members, holding over 2,000 concerts
and performances. The ensemble has traveled to
85 countries and has successfully participated in
international festivals organized by the International
Council of Organizations of Folklore Festivals and Folk
Arts (CIOFF) and other

international  organizations, receiving

awards both in Serbia and abroad. Today, “Srem”
counts 300 active members, organized into five
sections.

The folk group “A Lanterna” was born in Licata in 1989
thanks to some youngsters already experienced in the field
of Sicilian folklore with the aim of keeping in life, handing
down to the new generations and popularizing artistically,
both in Italy and abroad: the folk traditions of our city, and
also establishing cultural relations with Italian and foreign
groups, in order to increase tourism in our city.

The group is formed of about 40 members but the team
varies according to the show, in fact up to a minimum of
16 elements may appear in the show.

The dancing group is formed by twelve young couples (the
number of couples may vary according to the dance) who
faithfully perform the traditional Sicilian dances which
are:

e La tarantella — the typical and, undoubtedly the most
cheerful dance. It was danced in any occasion but es-
pecially during the folk festivals and according to the
“friscalettu”;

® La controdanza — this dance was also used in any occa-
sion but especially for wedding ceremonies. It was import-
ed during the French Rule;

e La polka — the typical dance of country-men. It was
danced principally at the end of working periods in the
fields for the harvest of crop.

The soloist and the chorus, formed by 30 people, apart
from traditional songs such as “Vitti na crozza” — “Sci-
uri-sciuri” — “Sicilia-Sicilia” also perform unpublished
songs which make our show unique, with themes such as:
love and nature exalting poetry.

The small orchestra is directed by skilful conductors that
with their traditional instruments (friscalettu, tamburo,
marranzanu, cianciani, bummulu, cerchietto, fisarmonica,
chitarra e mandolino) convey a particular atmosphere and
a nostalgic tone to the show. The members of the group
wear original and typical costumes of the 18 th century
with bright colours; those of girls are embroidered with
satin and hand pointed laces.

Among the other things, in the last few years, the mem-
bers of the group have been collecting hundreds of ethno-
graphic pieces in order to preserve them and exhibit them
in @ museum when this will be created.

In 1931, the first association of maintainers of the
Bethmale traditional culture was created in Saint-Girons.
In continuity of this first association, the group “Les
Bethmalais” assures this mission since 1961. By diverses
activities it backs up the material and immaterial
heritage of Bethmale and Couserans, passes on these

knowledge to the young people and brings the testimony
in France and in the world every years by participating in
numerous demonstrations.

The association is constituted by forty 28-year-old
persons of mean age stemming from Saint-Girons and
from villages of the valleys of Couserans. Costumes at
present worn and used musical instruments (oboe of
Couserans the practice of which was relaunched by the
association in 1972) are faithful reconstructions results
of the works introduced within the association dices the
60s. The dances (Bourrées, traversées), songs and musics
arise from the bethmalais heritage (passed on in
continuity since 1906 within the bethmalais groups)
either of inquiries realized in the valley of Bethmale and
in Couserans since 1961. These works of researches,
inquiries and saving of the heritage were precursors in
the 60s and they are always a part of priorities of the
association.

The group Bethmalais is a catalyst for the culture of our
region. Since 1991 it creates the event by organizing the
RITE festival - Dances, Songs and Musics of the World.
The RITE is a cultural event around the dialogue of the
cultures of the world. Every year 250 to 300 artists
representatives from 8 to 10 peoples of the world
proposes shows, musics and songs workshops, concerts,
exhibitions and conferences as well as intercultural
meetings. 13000 to 15000 spectators participate in the
RITE every year.

The group “Bethmalais” is also an ambassador of France,
region and department during its participations in France
and abroad in large-scale international cultural

events (Algeria, Germany, Belgium, Spain, Egypt, Great
Britain, Greece, Hungary, Israel, Italy, Poland, Portugal,
Rumania, Switzerland, Tunisi,Turkey, Croatia, and

The “Danaj” Folk Song and Dance Ensemble is a folklore
ensemble from the Czech Republic, the town of Strdznice,
which lies in southern Moravia, near the border with
Slovakia. Danaj is an ensemble with a long tradition.
It was founded in 1959. It continues the rich folklore
traditions of the town of StrdaZnice, which since 1946 has
been the scene of ethnographic festivals, today the
International Folklore Festival StrdZnice.

The Music and Philological Society “ORFEAS” of Lefkada
was established in 1937 and is a historic organization with
a rich cultural contribution and activity. In recognition of
its efforts, it was awarded the prize of the Academy of
Athens in 1993.

In line with its statutory objectives, for 88 years, the
following departments have been operating successfully:
MIXED CHOIR — CHILDREN’S CHOIR — MANDOLINAS —

The Music and Philological Society of Karya Lefkada “APOLLON" was
founded in 1956 and is the second historically cultural club in the Pre-
fecture, with a particularly rich work to show to this day. The purpose
of its establishment was the essential rescue, preservation and dissem-
ination of the cultural heritage of the place and the spiritual, cultural
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and cultural development of its members as well as the residents of
Karya. Among his first activities was the creation of a theater depart-
ment and then a music and dance department as well as the creation of
a philharmonic and mandolin orchestra. From its beginning until today,
the dance department performs at dance festivals in Greek cities such
as: Karditsa, Xanthi, Agrinio, Amfilochia, Preveza, Livadeia, Siatista,
Filiatra, llioupoli, Philadelphia, Dafni, Thessaloniki, Patras, loannina,
Athens, Alexandria Imathia, Chios, Syros etc.

Abroad: Zagreb, France, Italy, Perugia, Trapani in ltaly, France,
Castamonti in Turkey, Hungary, Frignano in Italy, Plovdiv in Bulgaria,
Brustito in Romania, Varna in Bulgaria, Nestia in Bulgaria. Today, the
following classes for learning and presenting pan-Hellenic and local
traditional dances operate: pre-school, children’s, teenagers, adults
and beginning adults.

Every year it organizes two leading cultural events for the Prefecture
of Lefkada, the “Village Wedding Reenactment” and the “Celebration
of Traditional Dances, Youth Dance Departments”. Other activities
organized by the Group are: Christmas and Halloween events, dance
parties, traditional music and dance evenings, book presentations, ex-
hibitions as well as film screenings.

Since 2020, he created and operates the “Home of History and Culture
of Karya” in the premises of the former elementary school, where the-
ater, social theater, and music school events take place. The halls of the
“Home of history and culture of Karya” hosts a rich historical, cultural
and folklore archive, a library, an old primary school hall, a folklore
exhibition, etc. concerning Karya and Lefkada in general.

With roots dating back to 1960, according to the lo-
cal press of the time and personal testimonies, the
cultural association “Foteinos” of Sfakiotes contin-
ues to uphold tradition.

After periodic pauses due to various circumstanc-
es, it once again takes a leading role in the cultural
events of the island and beyond. It was officially
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established in 1983, later becoming part of the Cul-
tural Center of the unified Municipality of Sfakiotes.
Since its establishment in 2011, the dance depart-
ment of “FOTEINOS” has emerged as a pioneer of
culture, not only among of Sfakiotes and Lefkada
but throughout Greece and abroad. In 2013, the
presence of “FOTEINOS” at the Lefkas International
Folklore Festival was a notable event. With a per-
formance inspired by the poem of Valaoritis “Fote-
inos” it captivated the audience, followed by tradi-
tional Lefkadian dances. In the main presentation,
the dancers impressed with Cretan dances, while at
the conclusion, they showcased dances and songs
from Southern Italy. In 2014, the children’s dance
group once again participated in the children’s
ensemble festival in Karya.
